PARTICIPATING REGULATIONS:
1. This derby will consist of approx. five heats depending on num-

ber of entries, and one or two free for all. Heats will be stopped
when three cars are still mobile. These drivers will receive
$75.00 and a trophy each. They will also advance to the feature
event. Winning driver of free for all will receive $60.00 and
advance to feature event.

2. Any North American made hardtop automobile or station wagon
1973 and newer allowed! No Jeeps, trucks, carryalls, convert-
ibles, hearses, limousines or 4x4s allowed.

3. Safety belts and approved helmets must be worn. Helmet shield,
safety glasses or goggles must be worn.

4. All glass including side markers, head and tail lights must be
removed, windshield included. Rolling down windows is not
permitted. (ALL GLASS MUST BE COMPLETELY
REMOVED.)

5. Headliner must be removed, chrome moldings, antenna, sunvi-
sors, mirrors, plastics, all door handles, anything dangerous
must be removed. Auto must be swept clean.

6. Stock gas tank must be removed. An auxiliary tank of steel or
neoprene construction is to be used. Auxiliary tank is not to
exceed five (5) gallon capacity. Tank must be securely fastened
down and covered. (Marine types highly recommended.)

7. Auxiliary tank to be located no further ahead than the back of
the front seat (in center area).

8. Absolutely no one (1) to five (5) gallon carrying gas cans
allowed for auxiliary tank. All caps, fittings, lines must be
leakproof. Any fuel leakage will lead to disqualification. Electric
fuel pumps must have on/off switch within reach of driver.

9. Only one (1) 12 volt battery allowed in car. Battery must be
securely fastened down and covered. (Passenger side floor rec-
ommended).

10. Radiators are to remain in the stock position, or be removed.
Electric fans may be used. Transmission coolers are to remain
in the engine compartment. All A/C condensers must be
removed. Large holes in firewall should be covered. Only water
in radiators, no anti-freeze.

11. Only stock bumpers for make of car, front & back. Bumper
ends not to be cut, but no sharp edges or points. (Bumper
shocks only may be welded). No support brackets from bumper
to frame allowed.

12. Cutting fenders for wheel clearance only is allowed.
13. Left front drivers door must be painted white. All doors must

be securely fastened shut with seat belt, wired, chained, or
welded. If welded 3 pots 3 inches only. No welding on inside of
doors. Driver will be disqualified if drivers door comes open.
Inside of drivers door only may be reinforced for driver safety
(but no overkill).

14. You may install a driver compartment protection bar. This bar
will be located behind drivers seat, and fastened between the
left and right door pillars. Bar(s) in front (dash area) are permit-
ted.

15. It is recommended that engine mounts be chained,wired or
welded down.

16. Mandatory bar must be installed between roof and cowl (mid-

dle of windshield). This is to keep hood from coming into driv-
ers compartment.

17. Hood must have approximately a 12º hole cut out over the car-
buretor (in case of fire). Air filters are to be used.

18. Hood must be fastened down in four (4) places, wired or
chained. If using ready-rod with bolts and washers,ready-rod
is not to be welded or bolted to or through the frame.

19. Trunk lid may only be fastened down up to eight (8) places,
wired or chained. No ready-rod with bolts and washers to fas-
ten down trunk lid. No welds or welding on trunk lid.

20. No blocked or welded shocks, leaf springs to be stock and not
altered. Coil spring lifters may be used, two per side ªmaxº
(twist in type). Car must move up and down with one man's
effort.

21. No reinforcements of body or frame, welding, wiring or
chaining, any part of the body to the frame is not permit-
ted. Any welding of the frame is not permitted. Trailer
hitches must be completely removed. Any excessive alter-
ation will lead to automatic disqualification.

22. Missing or rotted body mounts may be replaced with a hockey
puck only, with no larger than stock size bolts and three inch
(3º) washers to secure. 2 additional mounts are permitted. No
direct body to frame mounting.

23. Tires not to exceed 15º diameter. Snow tires may be used. 4
cylinder class tires not to exceed 14º diameter. No liquid or
foam filled tires. No studs, screws in rims to hold tires. All
wheel balance weights must be removed.

24. All cars must have brakes before each heat.
25. Drivers may maneuver forward or backward. There will be no

deliberate head-on collisions and no deliberate hitting on driv-
ers door.

26. A time limit will be announced by the judges. If a driver does
not hit another car within time limit, he/she will be disquali-
fied. Do not ªsandbagº or ªplay possumº. This will lead to dis-
qualification.

27. Any car spilling gas or catching fire is automatically disquali-
fied from his/her heat.

28. Cars may be decorated but only in good taste.
29. All cars will be inspected before the event. Winning feature

cars will be inspected after feature event.
30. Winning drivers must drive the same car in feature heat that

they drove in their winning heat.
31. Driver and two (2) mechanics only allowed in pit for 4 cyl.

class / Driver and four (4) mechanics only allowed in pit for
8 cyl. class.

32. All work should be completed before entering fairgrounds.
33. Minimum of eight (8) cars to establish each heat.
34. Cars must be off fairground property within 24 hours after the

event or they will be disposed of.
35. No alcoholic beverages allowed in or outside pit area. Any

participant or mechanic caught drinking before or during
the event will cause that party to be disqualified.

36. Officials reserve the right to refuse or accept any entry.
37. In the event of any disputes/disagreements, the decisions of

the organizing committee/officials shall be final and bind-
ing.
